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Introduction: Cosmetic oils are simple mixtures/solutions, which are produced by low energy manufacturing process.
These products can be of great importance in achieving sustainable development goals which are to maintain healthy
society and environment together with the progress. That is why cosmetic oils attract a lot of attention in cosmetics
industry.

The Aim: Development and characterization of cosmetic oils for skin and hair, with the focus on oils characteristic which
contribute to sustainable development.

Material and Methods: Two emulsions and two oils, each one of them being intended for hair or skin use, were developed
and prepared. Investigation of physicochemical properties, antimicrobial characteristics, in vitro hair product efficacy and
in vivo skin product efficacy were conducted.

Results: Physicochemical properties of prepared products were satisfactory. Hair oil kept its hydrating effect even though it
was submitted to dry environmental conditions. Panelists confirmed that hair oil has better effect on all hair features. Skin
oil had better moisturizing properties in comparison to skin emulsion.

Conclusion: Cosmetic oils had certain leverage over conventional products in all aspects of investigation. Also additional
advantage of these products is that their formulation and production were in accordance to principles of sustainable
development.
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
